Oklahoma City V&M approaches Lean Six Sigma as an integrated part of the manufacturing and office processes that are completed each and every day.  There are two dedicated Black Belts and 16 active Green Belts (GB) managing projects within the facility.  In addition, there are 65 trained Green Belt II's that are utilized as project team members.  Current projects are active in Quality Control, Manufacturing, Procurement, Production Planning and Warehouse Inventory Management.  The Lean Six Sigma team has achieved a cost savings of 5.9% of total revenue YTD.
